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Welcome to God’s House

“Who is Jesus?” The easiest answers to that question are “Mary and Joseph’s
son” or “a carpenter from Nazareth.” That’s true, but they don’t adequately
describe Jesus. But when Jesus was baptized, God the Father spoke,
declaring Jesus true identity. Jesus was the dearly loved Son of God, chosen
to be the Savior of the world.

If someone were to ask you “Who are you?” how would you answer? Your
name, where you're from or what you do for a living. There
may be days, in some dark corner of your mind, that you
might answer “I'm nobody.”

In reality, none of those things really describes who we are.
To answer “Who are you?” we must look to our baptism. Baptism is the
cure for an identity crisis. There, just like he did with Jesus, our Father
declares us to be his dearly loved child. Moreover, in baptism God anointed
us with power for a life of selfless service. May God grant us this epiphany
moment!
